language. It's 1931 and 17-year old Walter is swimming to certain glory. But on the eve of selection for the Olympic team, Walter knows with sudden clarity that the dream he is following is not his own. Can he find the courage to turn from the expectations of others and hold on to what he already has? Trusting his own instincts, Walter finds that simplicity can make for the sweetest of lives.

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Access and inclusion

1. The film brings to the screen a fresh representation of Deaf and/or disabled people that combats traditional images.

2. 25% of our production team was composed of Deaf and/or disabled people, compared to the UK industry average of 0.8%. We also included a traineeship for a Deaf member of the production team. We involved a Deaf consultant throughout the production to advise on all elements, from story authenticity in relation to the Deaf character, production team inclusion, actors' delivery of period sign language and audience access (plus an audio description consultant to advise on scripting and delivering the audio description).

3. Deaf characters (old and young Walter, plus 'Woman' who teaches sign language) are all played by Deaf actors, as is a generic (i.e. not specifically Deaf) role (to demonstrate that Deaf/disabled actors can be versatile) and many of the extras.

4. Roaring Girl Productions is pioneering innovative and award-winning approaches to audio description, captioning and sign language interpretation which are currently being trialled with audiences. More information on these approaches is available at: www.roaring-girl.com/proj02_a.shtml.
